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Concave mirrors 

If the reflecting surface facing the object is 
concave, that mirror acts as concave mirror.



Convex mirror 

If the reflecting surface facing an object is 
convex in shape then that mirror is called 
convex mirror 



Image formed by concave mirror 

When an object is placed at a 
distance more than focal length, 
image formed is real

When an object is placed at a 
distance less than the focal lens, 
image formed is virtual
